There is always a lot of
millerandage (small grapes) in this vineyard which produces great
concentration, and aids long ageing.

A delicious, very overt fruit packed bouquet, the palate displays a
beautiful purity and concentration of fruit, coupled with a piercing
lime acidity and a long succulent and tropical fruit finish. An
outstanding 1er Cru.

Vinification Fermented in stainless steel, followed by full Malolactic fermentation. The wine is
then aged on fine lees in stainless steel temperature controlled tanks before a very
light filtration and bottling.
