Specification

Vinification To produce the wine of Chateau Gloria the grapes are vinified in 76 different
stainless steel tanks that range in size from 50 hectoliters up to 178 hectoliters.
Malolactic fermentation takes place in barrel. Chateau Gloria is aged in 40% new,
French oak barrels for 14 months. On average, the production is close to 20,000
cases of Chateau Gloria per year.
