Producer Overview Frédéric and Marie-Anne Lambert founded the estate in the early 2000s,
establishing it in 2003 following Frédéric’s long-standing passion for viticulture. It
began with around 5 hectares of vines and has since grown to approximately 12
hectares. Based near Toulouse-le-Château, the domaine specialises in the main
Jura grape varieties with an emphasis on low yields and precise vineyard work to
express site and variety. Frederic’s son Romain joined in 2020, continuing the
family involvement, with his daughter Lucie expected to join in the future.
