From the oldest vines in front of the winery in a sunny, sheltered
amphitheatre, fermented with 20% stems and aged 20 months in
60 hl French oak foudres, the 2024 Gigondas Racines is a wine of
elegance and power.

Tasting Notes:

The nose shows black fruits, tapenade, pepper and garrigue with
floral lift. Dense, velvety and structured on the palate, with fine
tannins and a precise, long finish. It is slightly more powerful and
concentrated than the Terrasses du Diable cuvée, showcasing the
gravitas and character of the oldest vines.

Vinification Its low-yielding vines thrive on high-altitude terraces (250–400m), producing wines
with remarkable structure and intense minerality. Aged for 20 months in 60hl
French oak foudres, it is bottled and released after two years, showcasing both
power and finesse.
